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In order to receive state approval for IEPD’s the following steps 

need to be followed:

OWNERSHIP

A responsible agency and an I.T. owner needs to identified.  The owner

will have the following responsibility:

-  Following the process for state approval of the IEPD.
-  Technical support for answering questions for agencies who want

    to use the IEPD.
- The owner will be listed as the contact person on the ACJC Website

- Manage change control of the IEPD

PROCESS

IEPD approval requires the owner to provide information and receive approval

from the ACJC Technical  Team.  Usually, approval can be accomplished

by attending two sessions.

1) At the first meeting,  the agenda will include the IEPD as an informational item only, with a recommendation to adopt the IEPD at the next scheduled meeting.   The owner will need to give a presentation on the IEPD to the team.  In order to 

get an IEPD on the agenda, the owner needs to contact Bill Kalaf  bkalaf@azcjc.gov no later than two weeks prior to the meeting.

The content and discussion at the first meeting should include:

  - Scheduled events where interested parties can review and 

    discuss the standard in detail. The owner will need to drive

    the review sessions.  (This can be done on conference calls, etc.)
2) The second Technical Team meeting will include an agenda item

     to vote on the approval of the IEPD.  Once approved, the standard

     will be considered a "STATE" standard.  From there, ACJC

     will add information to the website (contact information, downloads,

     etc.). The OWNER will be responsible for questions, recommended

     changes, version control, etc...
